Reference is made to the Agreement, dated September 28, 2016, between Hainan University and
Arizona State University to jointly develop the Hainan — Arizona International Tourism College
(HAITC) at Hainan University in Haikou of Hainan Province, China. The Agreement, having
been submitted to the Ministry of Education for comment, will be replaced with a new agreement
between Hainan University and Arizona State University pursuant to the instructions of the
Ministry of Education. This letter certifies that, as requested, the new agreement will provide as
follows:
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e HAITC students will obtain dual admission and registration at both Hainan University
and Arizona State University. Students will enroll simultaneously at both HNU and
ASU following the agreed upon admission and registration criteria and procedures.
Students will start their study with both universities in their first year.
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e Arizona State University will confer an ASU degree on those HAITC students who have
successfully completed their program of study as required by the cultivation scheme, and
such degree will be exactly the same degree as that conferred by ASU in its own country
and accredited by the accrediting body of ASU.
